What is the District math curriculum?

As with our entire curriculum, the curriculum is literally the Standards of lllinois.
We are not a textbook driven district, but a district that teaches the standards.
Everyday Mathematics will serve as our core instructional material, but
supplemental materials and strategies will be utilized to support the standards.
This is very similar to our language arts curriculum where Scott Foresman is the
core material, but the following are used to support the standards: Rigby Leveled
Readers; Scholastic Leveled Readers; Fountas and Pinnell Phonics; Sitton
Spelling; Modern Curriculum Press; Lakeshore Learning Centers; Write Traits
Kits; and Jamestown Critical Reading Series.

What is the difference between older versions of Everyday Mathematics
and the 2007 version?

Since this program has been around for over 20 years, many changes have been
made based upon the results of ongoing field tests. Unlike the previous versions,
the 2007 version includes the use of traditional algorithms in addition to
alternative algorithms. It also includes timed tests for basic math fact mastery.

How does Everyday Mathematics address basic facts? When should
students be expected to know their facts?

Helping children learn the basic facts is an important goal in the Everyday
Mathematics Curriculum. Most children should have developed an automatic
recall of the basic addition and subtraction facts by the end of the second grade.
They should also know most of their 1, 2, 5, and 10 multiplication facts by this
time. By the end of the fourth grade most students should have an automatic
recall of all the basic multiplication facts and be familiar with the basic division
facts. Multiplication and division facts are reinforced at the beginning of fifth
grade.
